agreement ON student project thesis (enterprise)

1. background
1.1. The Student is a student at OsloMet and shall in connection with his/ her course of study author and submit a project thesis within field of research (hereinafter "Project Thesis"). The working title of the Project Thesis is "working title".
1.2. name of collaborator conducts business activities within business/sector and wishes to cooperate with OsloMet regarding the facilitation of the Student's work with the Project Thesis.
1.3. The Student shall, in consultation with his/ her supervisors, cf. section 2, compose a project plan to be included as Appendix 1 to the Agreement.
2. Supervision
2.1. The Student shall have two supervisors, one from OsloMet, and one from name of collaborator. The supervisor from OsloMet shall be the main supervisor. The supervisors' names shall be specified in the project plan, cf. Appendix 1. 

2.2. Both supervisors shall hold an academic degree within the relevant field. 
2.3. Further on the scope and intensity of the supervision
3. Financing ETC.
3.1. Unless otherwise agreed, the parties shall carry their own costs in connection with the Project Thesis.

3.2. OsloMet shall provide regular study facilities, including access to suitable premises and data network, at the Student's disposal in accordance with OsloMet's policies, as amended from time to time. 
3.3. name of collaborator shall, at his own expense, make the following facilities available;   office space, computer equipment, tools etc. [to be further specified]
3.4. In addition, name of collaborator shall cover the Student's costs of travel, materials, etc. to be further specified.
4. Storage of data related to the project 
4.1. The parties shall individually ensure that data relevant to the Project Thesis is stored securely. 

4.2. The parties agree that electronic primary data shall be stored in OsloMet/
name of collaborator's systems.
5. Rights to results, etc.
5.1. The Student has the intellectual property rights to the Project Thesis. This also applies to all other results of the work with the Project Thesis, provided that such results have been produced solely by the Student. The rights to all results, methods, documents, computer programmes, prototypes and other materials and products prepared or developed by the Student in cooperation with name of collaborator and OsloMet in connection with working on the Project Thesis shall rest with the Student, name of collaborator] and OsloMet jointly, unless otherwise agreed.  
5.2. name of collaborator may freely and free of charge use the Project Thesis and the results of the work on the Project Thesis for its own purposes.

5.3. OsloMet owns the master copies of the Project Thesis and its attachments. OsloMet may freely and free of charge use the Project Thesis and the results of the work on the Project Thesis in its own activities, including for research and educational purposes. With reference to the publication of the Project Thesis, the provisions set out in sections 7.1-7.3 shall apply.

5.4. The above provisions only apply to the extent they are consistent with mandatory rules under Norwegian law, including the provisions on the author's moral rights pursuant to the Norwegian Copyright Act. 
5.5. Each party is responsible for procuring any third parties' rights to material presented by such party as background material for the Project Thesis. 

5.6. The Student is obligated to notify name of collaborator and OsloMet regarding any patentable inventions produced in connection with the work on the Project Thesis. If such an invention has been made based on expert assistance from the supervisors or other input from the other parties, the parties' efforts shall be reflected in their respective ownership shares in the rights. 
6. Confidentiality
6.1. name of collaborator shall keep all information received from the Student confidential, and shall not disclose such information to employees or other representatives, persons and entities other than those required to receive the information for the purposes of execution of rights and fulfilment of obligations in accordance with the Agreement. This does not apply to information which
(i) is generally known

(ii) a party can demonstrate knowledge of before receipt from the other party

(iii) a party can demonstrate was developed by employees or others without knowledge of the information received from the other party

(iv) a party can demonstrate was made available to the party by a third party entitled to release the information. 

The Student shall keep confidential any information received from name of collaborator  to the extent name of collaborator has informed the Student of the confidential nature of the information. 

7. Publication
7.1. All research results derived from working on the Project Thesis shall be subject to publication without restrictions, in accordance with the Norwegian Act on Universities and University Colleges section 1-5 (6).

7.2. The results may be published in OsloMet's institutional archive on the Internet or in any publication chosen by the Student. 

7.3. Subject to reasonable grounds, the parties may agree that the publication of all or parts of the Project Thesis or the results from the work on the Project Thesis may be postponed for a period of up to three years. Notwithstanding this, the parties shall as far as possible facilitate the Student's use of the Project Thesis for the purpose of job applications or in a subsequent doctoral thesis. 
8. Term of the Agreement 
8.1. The Agreement shall be effective from the Agreement Date, and shall be valid until the Project Thesis has been completed, submitted and censored.
8.2. If the Student completes his/ her work prior to submission of the Project Thesis, each party may terminate the Agreement with effect from the end of the then current academic semester. 
8.3. Sections 5-7 shall survive completion or termination of the Agreement.
9. Dispute resolution
9.1. The Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with Norwegian law. 

9.2. The parties shall seek to resolve any disputes through negotiations. If negotiations prove unsuccessful, either party may bring the dispute before the ordinary courts. 

9.3. Oslo is the agreed legal venue.
