Letter of Intent
The following agreement was entered into on 
and


1. background
1.1. The parties wish to establish a collaboration regarding further description of the project, alternatively with reference to attachments (hereinafter "the Project"). The Project is currently in an early stage, and further development is required.  

1.2. The purpose of this Agreement is to establish collaboration between the parties regarding the framework for a potential further development of the Project, especially in regards to external funding.

1.3. The parties intend to replace this Agreement with a more comprehensive collaboration agreement if the parties agree that there is basis for further work on the Project.  
2. The collaboration
2.1. The parties will jointly decide which activities are necessary or useful in connection with the further development of the Project. The parties shall assess the possibilities for external funding and may also apply for funding. The activities shall be carried out on the premises and in accordance with the methods jointly determined by the parties. If the parties find it useful, they shall make a written description of the agreed activities with the corresponding distribution of responsibilities and prepare a project plan that will be used as a basis for the work. 

2.2. Each party shall ensure that any approvals and permissions necessary for the further development of the Project have been granted or will be obtained.

2.3. Each party shall ensure that processing of personal data only takes place when the sufficient basis for the processing is present under the personal data legislation applicable from time to time.
3. Distribution of Costs, invoicing etc.
3.1. Unless otherwise agreed, the following applies to the distribution of costs connected to the parties' activities under the Agreement:
(i) The parties shall carry their own internal costs incurred in connection with their participation in the collaboration, including salaries for employees who represent the party in the Project Group or the Steering Committee. 

(ii) All external costs shall be distributed equally between the parties. 

3.2. Each party may re-invoice incurred external costs to the other party according to the agreed cost distribution. For this purpose, each party shall communicate their account number, invoice address, e-invoice reference and other necessary information to the other party. The due date for any payments must not be less than 30 days after the invoice date.  

3.3. Any revenue generated directly by the Project shall be distributed in the same manner as the costs. 
4. Contact persons
4.1. Each party shall appoint a contact person.

4.2. The contact person shall be the party's primary point of contact. If a notice has been received by the party's contact person, this shall be regarded as being received by the concerned party.

4.4. If a party changes its contact person, the other party shall be notified as soon as possible. 
5. Intellectual property Rights
5.1. Each party shall keep the intellectual property rights to all materials brought into the Project or the collaboration by such party.

5.2. Unless otherwise agreed, each party shall keep all intellectual property rights in materials that the concerned party has developed in connection with the Project.

5.3. To the extent where it is legally or factually impossible to separate materials developed by one party from materials developed by the other party, the parties shall have joint intellectual property rights. The same applies for materials jointly developed by the parties. Unless otherwise agreed, each party may use such materials independently of the other party. Any revenue generated from the utilization shall be distributed between the parties in accordance with their ownership interests.
6. Confidentiality
6.1. The parties shall keep as confidential all information received from the other party, and shall not divulge such information to employees and other representatives, persons and units other than to those that need to have knowledge of the information in order to exercise the rights and obligations under the Agreement. However, this does not apply to information that
(i) is generally known;
(ii) a party can document that the party knew of before it was received from the other party; 

(iii) a party can document as having been developed by employees or others that did not have knowledge of the information received from the other party; or 

(iv) a party can document as having been made available to it by a third party who had the right to release this information. 

7. Term of the agreement  
7.1. The Agreement enters into force on the Agreement Date. 

7.2. The Agreement shall remain in force until it is
(i) replaced by a final collaboration agreement for the Project, or 

(ii) terminated by one of the parties with one month's notice.

7.3. If the Agreement has not been replaced with a final collaboration agreement within two years from the Agreement Date, the Agreement shall lapse without further notice. 
8. Dispute resolution

8.1. Any disputes between the parties shall be solved through negotiations. If negotiations have been unsuccessful, either party may bring the dispute before the ordinary courts. 

8.2. Oslo  is the agreed legal venue.
