Prolific universities in Norway, top collaborators and key technologies

Oslo Met research collaboration with industry is higher than EU and global average, but levels are generally 
higher in Norway and in the Nordics. It amounts to 285 papers in the 5 years 2020-2024, and 18% of them are 
large collaboration with 1,000+ authors.
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Oslo Met have low level of 
research cited in patents. 

Conversely the share of research 
cited by policy documents is very 
high, well above not only EU 
average, but also high comparing 
to the rest of Norway.
